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G.C.S.E Geography

Key Stage 4 - At Ysgol y Grango pupils study WJEC GCSE in Geography 500/4596/9. Geography is a popular option at GCSE and groups are currently taught by Mr. A. Price, the Subject Leader.

The new WJEC syllabus is split into two sections –

 Unit 2 – Options.

In Year 10 all pupils study the six Themes that make up Unit 1:

A. The Physical World

At the end of Year 10 in the summer term, pupils sit an external WJEC examination on the above topics. There is an opportunity to resit the following January.

At the end of Year 11 in the summer term, pupils sit an external WJEC examination on the above topics.

G.C.S.E History

History at Key Stage 4

The GCSE History course is divided to 4 units, 3 of which are exam based. The other unit is completed by means of a controlled assessment. A description of each unit and the weighting follows:

Unit 1- Depth Study U.S.A:  

A Nation of Contrasts   1910-1929

This unit focuses in depth on selected themes and issues relating to the history of the USA between1910-1929. Candidates will be required to consider the:

main problems and challenges facing American society during the period, the major economic problems and the development of American culture and Society. Candidates should develop an awareness of how aspects of life in the USA in this period have been represented and interpreted and they should also investigate any relevant issues using a range of historical sources.
Candidates will be required to answer one compulsory question in Section A and one question from a choice of two in Section B. There will be one examination paper of 1hour duration.

The raw mark will be 50 and the weighting 25%

Unit 2-Depth Study: Germany in Transition 1929 – 1947

This unit focuses in depth on selected themes and issues relating to the history of Germany from 1929-1947. Candidates will be required to consider the:

· Factors which led to the rise of the Nazi regime, the impact of change on the lives of the German people and the significance of war for Germany. Candidates

· Should develop an awareness of how aspects of life in Germany in this period have been represented and interpreted and they should also investigate any relevant issues using a range of historical sources. 

Candidates will be required to answer one compulsory question in Section A and one question from a choice of two in Section B. There will be one examination paper of 1hour duration.

The raw mark will be 50 and the weighting 25 %

Unit 3 -Outline Study: Changing life in the USA 29-2000

This unit focuses in outline on the key trends and turning points that have affected the development of the USA between1929-2000. Candidates will be

required to consider the developments, events and personalities which have shaped the recent history of the USA. Candidates will be required to examine

the major political, social, economic and cultural perspectives which have affected the lives of the American people over the whole of this period. 
Candidates will be required to answer two questions from choice of three in

Section A and one question from a choice of three in Section B. There will be an Examination paper of 1 hour duration.

The raw mark will be 50 and the weighting 25%
Unit 4 

Rational for Controlled Assessment

The controlled assessment is a compulsory part of GCSE History. It

Compliments the external examinations by offering a distinct means of assessment.

It is important for a number of reasons:

· It enables candidates to engage in the process of historical enquiry and reach substantiated conclusions

· It enables candidates to analyze and evaluate historical sources and

· interpretations of history in the context of an enquiry

· It enables candidates to produce extended narratives, explanations and analyses

· Where appropriate, it enables candidates to investigate and understand aspects

· of history of a more specialized nature, including local issues, site visits or film or media.

This will be a controlled assessment and will be internally assessed

The raw mark will be 50 and the weighting 25%

Controlled assessment will be completed in the autumn of 2011.

The first sitting of units USA 1920-29 & USA 29-2000 will take place in the summer of 2011.

There are opportunities to re sit if need be.

Depth study exam Germany in Transition exam will be summer of 2012.

NVQ French Business Communication 

Level 2

This course is a modular course and consists of six units of work.

Unit 1 – Applying for a job

Unit 2 – Going for an interview

Unit 3 – Work Induction

Unit 4 – Travelling

The units are taught in order and assessments are completed at the end of each, therefore assessment is ongoing throughout the year.

The dates and times of the assessments depend on the speed at which the students show that they are ready to complete the assessment i.e. when they show full understanding of the required vocabulary.

Assessment tasks are related to the topic e.g. the interview is speaking only and the job application is reading /listening and writing.

· dictionary and reference materials may be referred to during assessment tasks since the emphasise in on USING the language acquired 
· a key part of the course is the opportunity for the students to visit a company that is involved in international business and uses languages
· generally the emphasis is on a business atmosphere both in class and completing work as preparation for future personal study or employment
At the end of the course students will achieve a Level 2 qualification which, is equivalent to a B at GCSE.

The French Department has asked you to help them organise a five-day educational trip to Paris for the Year 11 French option students. All the students participating in the trip will spend three days working in the office of a French school and will have two days to see the sights of Paris. It is anticipated that between 20 and 25 students and 5 staff will participate in the trip. All students will be at least 16 years old on the date of the planned trip. Accommodation will be with French families. 

· You have been asked to research: 

· sightseeing options

· evening activities

· transport options

· costs. 

· You will need to prepare a range of documents for the staff and students to assist in the organisation of the trip. These will include a presentation, a range of word-processed and/or desktop published documents and a spreadsheet. You will also update and use a database to find specific information. 

· You will need to design the layout of all the documents you create (including the presentation and the spreadsheet), however, it is not necessary for you to provide evidence of the designs as these will be seen in the completed documents. 

Unit 2 Webpage creation

Scenario 

· You have been asked to design and create a multimedia website for Recycle UK. Recycle UK is a new, national company that has been asked to co-ordinate household recycling for the whole country. 

· Recycle UK is working with local councils to provide every house in the country with the following equipment: 

· • a black recycling bin for general household waste 

· • a green recycling bin for garden waste and cardboard 

· • a yellow box for tins, plastic and glass 

· • a green box for paper. 

· Recycle UK wants the website to perform the following functions: 

· • to inform people what they should recycle in each bin/box 

· • to encourage people to recycle more of their rubbish 

· • to involve young people early so they are more environmentally aware 

· • to include a form for interested people to complete asking for more information on a variety of recycling issues 

Unit 4 Design and produce multimedia products

Scenario - Live Charity Music Concert 

· You have been employed to assist in the organisation and promotion of a live charity music concert to be held at a venue in or close to your college/school. The bands and artists performing at the concert have agreed to provide their services free of charge so that more money can be raised for a chosen charity. You must decide on the bands and artists who will play at the concert. The date, timing, ticket prices, ordering details and other features (e.g. digital images; clipart; animations etc.) will also need to be decided so that these can be included in the interactive multimedia product you will design and produce. 

· You must design and produce an interactive multimedia product in the form of an interactive multimedia product. It is expected that this product will consist of at least 12 screens which will be used to promote the event to the public. The interactive multimedia product must include a wide range of multimedia elements such as text, images, sound, animation and video. It must be designed to allow the user to interact with the product so that they can find the information that interests them or that they need to know.

This unit is completed in the summer term of year 10. Students must submit a written 2000 word assignment.
 

Unit 5 - Communication and Professional Skills within Childcare and Education
This unit is completed during year 11. Students must submit a portfolio which includes evidence of their understanding of a variety of aspects of working in childcare settings.
 

General information regarding assessments:- 

Work from Units 1, 2, 4 and 5 is marked and moderated within the school and samples of work are moderated by the examination board. Work can be assessed at A* to D grade, and any work below that standard is deemed to be a fail. Students will be given one opportunity, after the initial marking, to improve the quality of their work before final submission of grades.  

This qualification is equivalent to 3 GCSE grades. i.e. a student who gains A* in every assignment and a pass in unit 3 test will gain a Certificate at A* which is equivalent to 3 A* GCSE passes.

G.C.S.E Engineering

Double Award

This is a double award course which will help pupil’s knowledge, skills and understanding of a wide range of engineering disciplines such as mechanisms and electronics.  It will also give pupils the opportunity to develop a broad knowledge and understanding of the engineering industry, its organisation, products and processes through investigation, research and practical application.

G.C.S.E Catering

The syllabus has been divided into 4 compulsory units:

GCSE Physical Education

Students will be assessed at the end of the course through a written examination (40%) and a practical performance (60%)

Practical

Students will need to offer four activities, two which may be off site activities e.g. Karate (with supportive evidence). The student must offer four performances, at least two as a player and two others as a player, leader or official. Candidates can perform no more than two roles in one activity.

Students are awarded performance marks from their teacher and then observed by a visiting WJEC Moderator who verifies the accuracy of the marking.

The theory element of the course covers:

Factors affecting exercise, performance, health, well being and lifestyle choices.

· Including Health and Physical Fitness

· Components of health related fitness

· Components of skill related fitness

· Evaluation of fitness

· Health and fitness exercise programmes

· Methods of training

· Participation and provision

· Physical influences on health, lifestyle and performance

· Psychological influences on health, lifestyle and performance

· Technical and tactical influences on health, lifestyles and performance

Section A (20%) – This will be assessed through a series of short answer and extended writing questions and based on video extracts.

Section B (20%) – This will be assessed through a combination of short answer and extended writing questions.
