What are Key Skills?

In total, there are six Key Skills and these are as follows: 

· Application of Number 

· Communication 

· Information and Communication Technology 

· Improving Own Learning and Performance † 

· Problem Solving † 

· Working with Others † 

All six Key Skills qualifications are certified at levels 1 to 4 that can be taken in all learning routes and at any age. 

Key Skills are a range of essential skills that underpin success in education, employment, lifelong learning and personal development. Key Skills are an integral part of the Welsh Baccalaureate Qualification and Modern Apprenticeship Frameworks. In the context of the 14-19 Learning Core, all 14-16 year olds will be expected to develop all six Key Skills at the level appropriate to their chosen programme whilst, post 16, all learners should develop the Key Skills of Communication plus a minimum of two others. 

The importance of Key Skills is emphasised in The Annual Report of Her Majesty's Chief Inspector of Education and Training in Wales 2004-2005, which states: "These skills will better equip learners for a future work environment. Those who are flexible and able to continue learning to refresh their existing skills and gain new ones will be best equipped to meet the challenges of the changing nature of work." 

The achievement of any/all of the Key Skills is recognised by the UCAS (Universities and Colleges Admissions Service) tariff for admission to higher education with each Key Skill attracting the following points: 

Level 4 – 30 points 
Level 3 – 20 points 
Level 2 – 10 points

Welsh Baccalaureate Qualification

Welsh Baccalaureate Qualification consists of two parts:

· Core - consisting of five components i.e. Key Skills, Wales, Europe and the World, Work-related Education, Personal and Social Education and the Individual Investigation.

· Options - courses / programmes currently offered e.g. General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE), Vocational GCSE (VGCSE), Advanced Supplementary / Advanced (AS / A levels), National Vocational Qualification (NVQ), Business and Technology Education Council (BTEC), Principal Learning and Project Qualification.

Together, the Core and Options make up the Welsh Baccalaureate Qualification.
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The Welsh Baccalaureate Qualification is nationally approved and currently offered at Foundation, Intermediate and Advanced levels. Schools, colleges and training providers from across Wales are involved.

What is Level 2 Threshold 

· Each GCSE gained has a point score e.g. a C grade is equivalent to 40 points

· If you achieve A* to C or equivalent in any Level 2 subject then the points are added up and that is your Level 2 Point Score.

· If you achieve 200 points or more e.g. 5 C grades you have gained the Level 2 Threshold

· Therefore 73% of pupils at Ysgol y Grango gained a Level 2 Threshold
